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• The Mission
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The RBYSC Mission
To provide the highest quality soccer 

experience for our children that 
balances maximum participation 
with competitive play in a fun and 

challenging environment
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• The Commitment:

– “SOCCER FIRST” - all children are expected to attend and 
participate in all practices and games unless excused. Examples 
of excused absences would be family events such as a wedding, 
bar/bat mitzvah, confirmation, baptism, an illness or family 
emergency.  If a child misses a game or practice for any other 
reason it will be at the discretion of the teams head coach if the 
child will lose playing time in the next game.  Communication 
and equal application of team policy is mandatory and will be 
communicated to the parents and players by the head coach 
prior to the first practice of the season.  When applied the policy 
must be administered equally and consistently to each player 
regardless of playing ability.

– 2 Mandatory Practices a week:
• 1 weekday skills session (Thursday or Friday for 1-1.5hrs)
• 1 Saturday Practice (afternoons for 1-1.5hrs)

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• Team Makeup

– Teams are formed at the Grade Level – not age

– Playing out of Grade
• Players may choose to play up or down if roster spots exist
• Players who do so will lose their priority within their given 

grade
• Players who are cut from their grade may play up or down if 

roster spots are available

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• Development vs. Competition

– U9/u10 = Developmental

– U11 = Transitional

– U12+ = Competitive

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Developmental (u9/u10)

– All teams are Balanced

– All players are guaranteed “meaningful” playing time in each half

– Cuts will still be possible (based solely on the # of kids and how 
that effects team makeup)

– NO SKILL CUTS FROM U9 TO U10 (as long as the player is in 
good standing)

– Club maintains the right to rebalance or create new teams

– FOR CURRENT TEAMS ONLY:  Unless the number of 
committed players dictates otherwise, teams moving from u9 to 
u10, will remain intact, as is, for the following season

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Transitional (u11)

– Balanced Teams

– All players are guaranteed playing time in each half

– Cuts will still be possible (based solely on the # of kids and how 
that effect team makeup)

– Club maintains the right to rebalance or create new teams 

– FOR CURRENT TEAMS ONLY:   Unless the number of committed 
players dictates otherwise, teams moving from the u10 into the u11 
bracket in the Fall, will remain intact, as is, for the entire following 
season

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Competitive (u12+)

– Balanced Teams unless the club determines the team makeup allows
for viable A/B teams.  This will be at the discretion of the executive 
board and input from the coaches of the affected teams.

– Playing time is at the coaches sole discretion

– Cuts will still be possible (based solely on the # of kids and how that 
effect team makeup)

– Club maintains the right to rebalance or create a new team (s).

– Expanded roster rule.  WYSL allows (u12+) teams to carry 22 players 
on a roster.  18 are allowed to dress for each game.  Players that dress 
for each game are at the coaches discretion.

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• For current u12 boys (6th grade) Jag’s/Blue Thunder only.

– Teams will be reconfigured for their u13 year (7th grade) utilizing 
an A/B format.

– Club objective is to maintain two teams. 

– Minimum of 28 players required to form to teams.

– Final roster sizes determined after registration period ends

– The decision to move u12 teams from balanced to A/B at u13 
will be made on a year to year basis based on the viability of the 
teams at the sole discretion of the Executive Board with input 
from the coaches of the affected teams. 

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Coaching and Coaching Selections:
– All coaches are community/parent volunteers
– Incoming u9’s

• If no tryouts are necessary, the coaches will be selected prior to the teams being 
created

• If tryouts are necessary, coaches will be selected after the tryouts, but before the teams 
are formed

– Returning Teams – coaches will remain from the previous season, unless they 
are not in good standing with the club – good standing is determined solely by 
the board

– New teams U10’s and up - for new teams that are formed at the u10 level and 
up (mainly will be due to the contraction of 2 existing teams to 1 new team) 
coaches will be selected after the players have been ranked and teams have 
been created

– All coaching selections will be done by the Coaching Committee :
• Made up of 

– 2 Coaches – elected by the coaches to represent them
– 2  Parent Volunteers – selected by the board &  can’t be associated with the teams involved. 
– 2 Board Members – Andy Silfen and Ken Finder
– Marc Kotler  - Club Co-President

• Perspective coaches must apply and will be given an opportunity to review their 
application in person with the committee

• Committee votes on new coach selections – Majority rules
• President presides over the committee, but only votes in the case of a tie

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Try Outs / Cuts / Player Rating

– 3 Key Components

1. 2 Day Independently Evaluated Tryout

2. Coaching Force Ranking

3. Skills Trainer Force Ranking

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Try Outs - On Field Component

• Tryouts will be held May 10th and 17th (rain or shine) – Must 
attend both.

• Evaluations for incoming 3rd grade teams (provided cuts 
are not required) will be held May 10th or 17th (rain or 
shine).  Must attend.

• Try outs/Evaluations will be conducted by an independent 
3rd party soccer evaluator - UK Elite (not the trainers who 
train our teams)

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Try Outs - On Field Component

– Each 1 ½ hr session will consist of 3 separate portions

• Skills: 4 stations will be set up. The players will be split into 4 
groups that will rotate every 10 minutes – players will be rated on 
a scale of 1-4 based on their individual ability in the following 
areas:

» Speed
» Ball Skill / Dribbling
» Passing / Trapping
» Shooting

• Games: Small sided games / Teams and positions will be 
switched frequently / Goalies may also try out specifically at their 
position

• Subjective: The players will also receive a general score of 1-4 
based on their overall attitude and effort during the tryout 
sessions

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Player Rating

– For all existing teams and players that require a try out

– 2 Force Rankings based on ability, effort and attitude
• Head Coach - ONLY
• team’s skills trainer

– This will be done 1 week prior to the try outs and presented to 
the club in a confidential fashion.

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Player Rating

– All data will be compiled, and a force ranking of players will be constructed, 
using the data from the try outs as well as the data from the coaches and 
trainers. 

– Data will be weighted as follows:

• Try Out session data: 40%
• Skills Coach Ranking: 20%
• Head Coach Ranking: 40%

– In the event that team has no independent skills coach, or the skills coach 
does not meet their minimum requirements (6 skills sessions and 2 games) 
the try out and coach ratings will be increased to 50/50.

– New players coming into u10 or above that did not play the previous season 
for a RBYS team, their rating will be judged solely on the try out sessions.

– For all incoming u9’s – the try out will count 100% in regard to rating

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Cuts / Team Formation and Creation

– Force rankings will be used to construct balanced teams, and if the 
need arises, cuts.

– Players who make the club on a u9 team can not be cut from a u10
team, unless drop outs force the club to fold an existing team

– At the U11 level and higher, existing players may be cut due to roster 
size limitations or the need to collapse 2 teams into 1

– If numbers dictate no cuts will be needed at the incoming u9 level, the 
players will only need to participate on the first tryout day, and the 
tryout will be a rating sessions only

2008-2009 Program Overview
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• Cuts / Team Formation and Creation

– Non Rye Brook Players:
• Non Rye Brook Resident players will have no standing over Rye 

Brook residents in regard to roster spots, unless they have 
participated in the program for a minimum of the full previous 
season (Fall/Spring)

– Non Committed Players:
• Players who leave the program anytime after the teams have 

been created or during the course of the playing year for reasons 
other than hardship, injury or illness, will lose all standing in the 
club and will be banned from participation for a minimum of 1 full 
year. There will be no refunds for players who leave and are 
designated as “non committed”

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• “Preliminary Registration” Process:

– April 9th 2008: “Preliminary Registration” Period begins

• You MUST register to reserve a potential spot for the 2008-09 season
• This will also register your child for the try out and rating process (if required) 
• In order to complete the preliminary registration process go to the club website and complete 

on line preliminary registration process.  This is found under the registration tab.
• Check the website to confirm your registration has been received and entered (updates 

should be entered weekly)

– April 25 th 2008: Final “Preliminary Registration” Update to community
• Last chance to recruit additional players to avoid cuts

– April 30th, 2008 – 5PM :  “Preliminary Registration” deadline
• There are no exceptions to the deadline

– After the “Preliminary Registration” deadline, Teams frameworks will be established and try outs (if
necessary) will be scheduled

• Final Registration Process:

– Begins May 6th

– Players that must try out or require a rating session will need to wait until after the teams have been 
created and the rosters announced (on or about 6/6/2008)

– Final Registration will be a 2 part process:
1. Electronic Submission – with the link and instructions on the club website under registration tab including full payment 

of dues via credit card.
2. Paper Submission – Medical Forms, Pictures and uniform order. 

– Intake Process:
• All registrations must submitted in a completed state to the team registration intake manager – Parent Representative 

Registration Committee member
• Intake representatives along with their contact info will be listed on the website under the registration tab

– May 20th, 2008 – 5pm :  Final Registration deadline for teams not requiring tryouts or 
evaluations.
